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Foreign Affairs Office of Fujian Provincial People’s Government (Fujian FAO)
and Fujian Provincial Department of Education (Fujian DOE) have launched the
scholarship program to foreign students in the province for closer friendly exchanges
between Fujian and other countries around the world and deeper understanding about
the province. It is open to students from Fujian’s sister provinces or states, or friendly
exchange regions to study in institutions of higher education of the province.
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Students will be offered Chinese language and culture classes and opportunities
to deeply understand the economic and social development of Fujian.
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Language learners: from September 2026 to July 2028
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Academic students: start from September 2026 and end when degree
requirements are all finished
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Tuition, accommodation expenses, comprehensive medical insurance, and
allowances (allowances are granted for 11 months each year with RMB 2000 monthly)
are covered by Fujian Provincial People’s Government Scholarship.

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Founded in 1907, Fujian Normal University (FNU) is an accredited university
with a century-long history and unique traditions. As one of the oldest normal
universities (teacher’s colleges) in China, FNU currently enrolls over 30,000 students
and offers nearly 100 bachelor programs, nearly 200 master programs and over 100
doctoral programs. These programs enable FNU to set up a full-fledged
multi-disciplinary educational system. Students may choose from a variety of
specialties, including but not limited to literature, history, philosophy, science,
engineering, education, economics, law, management, agriculture and art.
